CONDITIONS OF ENTRY FOR EXTRAVAGANZA

SPORTING

PCAQ sporting rules apply and full pony club uniform must be worn.

Riders may nominate on more than one horse, all horses are only to be ridden by the nominated
rider.

Riders must nominate which horse will be their number one horse; the additional horse/horses
can only be ridden in events relevant to the extravaganza event list and are not competitive on
the day.

If a rider changes horses for any reason, the new horse will be nominated and commence the
extravaganza with a score of zero.

If a rider changes age group during the year he/she will carry the points with them to the next
age group.

At the round/event venue riders nominated for the extravaganza will nominate and pay entry fee
as usual for the day to the club holding the round, at this time the scoring official will issue the
rider with one colour coded extravaganza round. These cards ‘ARE THE RESPONSIBILTY OF
THE RIDER’

At the event the rider will hand the ‘score card’ to the timer/penciller, the rider will have filled in
their name, age group, horses name and the event, there will be a space for the time taken and
the time/pencillers initials. After the rider has completed the event the penciller will fill in the time
taken and initial the card, the cards will than be kept by the penciller and handed to the scoring
Official at a time convenient.

The information on these cards will be entered into the Extravaganza Score Book.

Point’s tally from previous rounds will be posted at secretary box at start of each round.

Final calculations will be carried out at Babinda Pony Club Final Round of Extravaganza.
Presentation of overall winners will be held at the end of proceedings.

SHOWJUMPING

PCAQ showjumping rules apply and full pony club uniform must be worn.

Competition will be run to state showjumping heights and grades will apply with exception of
10yrs & under

One horse, one rider rule will apply.

A competitor must nominate only one horse for points for duration of extravaganza

If a substitute horse enters competition points will start from zero for that horse

A second horse may be nominated and must be ridden HC only.

If a graded horse or rider wishes to jump lower heights they must compete HC

Riders 12yrs & under riding graded horses may compete in 12yrs & under

Performance Cards must be presented with nomination and at each round, except for

12yrs & under.

Graded classes: All riders must be under 26 years of age.

At the round/event venue riders nominated for the extravaganza will nominate and pay entry fee
as usual for the day to the club holding the round, at this time the scoring official will issue the
rider with one colour coded extravaganza round. These cards ‘ARE THE RESPONSIBILTY OF
THE RIDER’

At the event the rider will hand the ‘score card’ to the timer/penciller, the rider will have filled in
their name, age group, horses name and the event, there will be a space for the time taken and
the time/pencillers initials. After the rider has completed the event the penciller will fill in the time
taken and initial the card, the cards will than be kept by the penciller and handed to the scoring
Official at a time convenient.
